SPAN 101-102 Beginner Spanish

Course Description

SP101-102 is an intensive, introductory, 6-credit course in Spanish language which covers material
traditionally taught over two semesters of beginner Spanish. Since students are at a primary level,
an introduction with an overall picture of the Spanish language will be given in order to prepare
students for future study.

Grammatical Content

In general, following topics will be introduced: Reglas de fonéetica y ortografia; verbos Ser, Tener,
llamarse; adjetivos demonstativos; genero y numero de nombres y adjetivos;presentarse; articulos
determinados;los numeros ;diferencias entre formal/informal; los gentilicios; articulos
indeterminados;concordancia articulo/nombre/verbo/adjetivo. presente de indicativo:verbos
regulares en —ar —er —ir;Ser/Estar; algunas preposiciones de lugar; la forma negativa; adjetivos y
pronombres posesivos;verbos ser, tener y llevar;diferencia entre Hay/Esta(n) ;la familia; los
comparativos (mas/menos que); superlativos en —isimo/isima;verbos necesitar, querer, preferir
inf./sustantivo;preposiciones en y a;verbos irregulares; otros verbos irregulares; verbos reflexivos;
los pronombres reflexivos;adverbios de frequencia; revision; verbos gustar, encantar,
doler;pronobres indirectos; algunas perifrasis:estar gerundio;verbos de tiempo atmosfeérico; llover,
nevar ;verbo hace muy / mucho;verbos presentes irregulares; adjetivos y pronombres indefinidos;
pronobres y adjetivos demonstrativos;pronombres directos; pronombres interrogativos;preposicion
para; algunas perifrasis: ir a inf.; tener que, querer - poder inf etc.; negacion, expresar opinion; por
que, porgue; para/por; preterito perfecto (regulares/irregulares); marcadores temporales;

This course seeks to give the structural bases and essential vocabulary of the Spanish language in
order to facilitate use in basic situations of everyday life. In class, group activities will stimulate
interaction, self-correction and cooperation among students. Paper material as well as audio
material will be used.

The Barcelona Experience

A rich cultural activities series outside of the classroom, utilizing various linguistic and
communicative forms will be presented, allowing students to apply their skills and learn from real-
life situations in relation to social and cultural aspects of Spanish life. At least 10 hours of thisd
course is taught on-site in real-life situations in Barcelona.
