Flight Info - London Programs


ASA has access to discounted student airfare, so please go to http://www.academicstudies.com/Airfare.html to request an airfare quote from our staff.  Because of Immigration laws, you must book a round trip ticket.
ATTN SEMESTER & SUMMER STUDENTS:  YOU MAY NOT STAY IN THE UK FOR OVER 6 MONTHS.  MAKE SURE THAT YOUR ROUND TRIP PLANE TICKET REFLECTS A STAY OF LESS THAN 6 MONTHS.  
REGENT’S COLLEGE DOES NOT LET STUDENTS MOVE IN EARLY OR MOVE OUT LATE UNDER ANY CIRCUMSTANCE.

WHEN AND WHERE TO ARRIVE?
ASA will pick up students at HEATHROW (LHR) airport between 6am and 7:30am on the official arrival date.  
WHAT IS THE OFFICIAL ARRIVAL DATE?
The official arrival date is always the 2nd day of the program. For example, if the first day listed for your program is Aug. 27, then you should depart on Aug. 27 and arrive in London on Aug. 28, because Aug. 28 would be the official arrival date.

Students who do not arrive before 7:30am, or who arrive on another day entirely, are responsible for their own transportation from the airport to Regent’s College.  ALL students not joining the ASA airport pick-up must notify us of your plans and pre-arrange a time and day to move in.
WHEN SHOULD I DEPART IN ORDER TO ARRIVE ON THE OFFICIAL ARRIVAL DATE?
The departure date is the first day of the program.   Due to the time difference, remember you will arrive abroad on the following day. For example, if your program dates are listed as Aug. 27 – Dec. 19, then you would depart the U.S. on Aug. 27; which means you will actually arrive in London on Aug. 28. In this example, the airport pick-up would occur on Aug. 28.
NOTE:  ALL DATES LISTED IN THIS DOCUMENT ARE HYPOTHETICAL.  The exact dates for your program can be found at www.academicstudies.com/costs.html.  Students, check your acceptance letter for the dates for your program.  Parents, check the letter from ASA that came with your Parent Guide.
WHEN SHOULD I RETURN HOME?
Let’s use the same hypothetical dates of Aug. 27 – Dec. 19.  You must vacate your dorm room on the last day of the program (in this example, Dec. 19).  We schedule the last day of every program to be a travel day.  All students will have final exams up until the second to last day (in this example, finals would go until Dec. 18), so you should not leave the program until the very last day listed.  Of course, if you have other plans, such as traveling after the program ends, you should make your flight arrangements accordingly.

TIPS ON BOOKING YOUR FLIGHT:
► If you live on the West Coast, check for United flights because they have several flights from LAX and SFO that arrive at Heathrow before 7:30am.
► Most flights to Heathrow are overnight flights, meaning they depart in the evening and arrive the following morning at Heathrow.  Beware of flights that depart the U.S. and arrive at Heathrow on the same day, because these will have you arriving on the wrong day!  You can identify a flight like this because it will depart the U.S. early in the day instead of in the late afternoon or early evening; plus, the departure and arrival date on your itinerary will be the same.  Please don’t book a flight like this because you will arrive at Heathrow essentially a day early—and will not make the group pick-up.
► Make sure your destination airport is LHR (London Heathrow).  Some flights to London from the U.S. fly into Gatwick airport, but we only pick up students at Heathrow.  You can fly into Gatwick if you want, but you will be responsible for getting your own transportation to the college.
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
